Vertical time

Scientific masterminds of our culture, such as Stephen Hawking and Guerino Mazzola currently deal with the issue of "vertical
time". This is the mathematical-philosophical attempt to formulate the presence of a non-physical time crossing the material
timeline of past-present-future, to explain the phenomena of intuition (mathematical music theory) and the phenomena of energy
(physics). The total presence of a musician (especially in jazz music the central element of musicality and improvisational ability)
agrees completely with the Zen Buddhism required alertness, attention and presence in meditation. The required awareness-quality
is not composed out of our daily lives resulting time-quality. It seems to me this term "vertical time" to have a deeper connection to
the space-laws postulated by Peter Plichta (the prime number cross) and for me this neologism describes in a contemporary and
scientific way spiritual quality of the highest level.

There are times spiritual issues changing the world, the philosopher Peter Sloterdijk used the word "internal space" in a book title
(internal space of the capital) in 2005, a hitherto rather unusual name for material conditions. Rainer Maria Rilke says in a poem:
"all beings permeates one world: the world inside ..." Novalis about the same theme: "in us or nowhere is eternity with its

worlds ..." We all live at the same time in an outdoor space and an internal space. However, sometimes it takes decades until such
fundamental thoughts prevail in all disciplines.

The term "vertical time" is as important and an intellectual topic of today with strong reference to the theories of space and great
impact on our quality of life.

leadership that is able to bring the age-old apparent opposites in harmony; ethics and economics, action and contemplation,

The Visible and the Invisible: The ESE (European School of Economics) was first created in the self of the protagonist and author, ie,
in the invisible inner world, as a vision, a dream. Visibilia ex invisibilibus - the visible comes from the invisible, which is a core
concept in the teachings of the dreamer, which he consistently proclaimed, and it became the motto of the ESE. "Everything that
affect what we see and everything we perceive and all that we call 'reality’ is nothing other than the projection of a world invisible
to our physical world, a world of ideas and values, that runs perpendicular to the plane of our existence: the world of being."

Here the same idea of vertical and horizontal time line shows up in the form of different levels of being again.

Stefano Elio D'Anna in this autobiographical novel consistently represents the philosophy of immortality.

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Time travel

The tradition of the Hopi Indians declared the impossible time travel by their spirit guides (Kachinas), with non-linear time lines and
speaks of subtle spaceships faster than light which would have made the journeys from galaxies to galaxies possible.

In search of Stephen Hawking and his theories about the vertical time, | have found following text that embeds the same issue in
terms of 'linear' and 'analog' time concepts:

I would like to add my time travel hypothesis:
Time is a function of consciousness.

Under a consciousness level of 500 (on the scale according to Hawkins) human consciousness interprets time as a linear causal
sequence of events. Only about 500 he is able to perceive simultaneity and everlasting creation.

If we assume that the today living people with a level of 400 in a thousand years have become aware of a standard so that a larger
number are people with assumed BW 570 and therefore are able to enter the (analog) line of simultaneity and at any point of the
"past” to get out there again to adapt to the current awareness and also to behave "linear".
